VAFA NIGHT GAME POLICY

If a club request to play a night game the following stipulations are required.

At least (14) days notice to the VAFA - so that lighting can be approved by the VAFA.

Two brand new yellow Sherrin footballs must be used.

A bond of $150 and a letter stating both clubs will accept liability for events which occur as a result of the game being played at night time rather than day.

The following instructions regarding the consumption of alcohol apply.


Each participating club is to appoint a person who constantly is to “patrol” the crowd looking for instances of people from his club consuming alcohol during the playing of matches. This person is to ask persons contravening this VAFA requirement to desist. Clubs will be charged immediately under the VAFA rules of “conduct unbecoming”, when instances of alcohol consumption during matches is observed or reported. Clubs must act first.

.
At venues where a social club is in operation during the playing of a night game, VAFA spectators, officials and players are not to enter these premises for the purposes of consuming alcohol. Clubs are to provide for this requirement per point above.

If evidence of alcohol abuse is reported or noted the bond will be forfeited immediately and an extra fine imposed.

The bond and letter must be received at Elsternwick Park by noon Thursday, prior to the scheduled match.
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
