Part of the support and assistance 

to be provided will come from external 

expertise, but there will also be a reliance on 

seeking VAFA Club “peer” support and assistance to 

help one another by sharing best practice across key 

areas of the club business.

The Health Check covers topics such as Governance, 

Inclusion, Facilities, Coach Development, 

Recruitment, Marketing, Sponsorship and Finances, 

all key pillars for club success.

The VAFA have asked each club to 

submit a single collective response 

and believe the best environment to 

complete such questions would be 

in a setting that allows input from 

a variety of committee members 

such as a committee meeting.

Clubs have been requested to 

complete the survey by Friday 

July 16 which will then allow us to 

collate the data and begin planning in relation to how 

we support clubs with gaps in their operations.

Our goal is to have 70 “healthy” VAFA clubs by the 

end of 2022, your input, support and buy-in will go a 

long way in helping us to achieve this goal.

“Apart from Old Xaverians in 2016, no side from outside the 
top four after Round 11 has won the William Buck Premier 
Grand Final over the past decade,” – J. Pignataro (2021).

Despite hosting the VAFA FTLOTG Podcast and the RSN 
Carnival Match of the Day Broadcast, it’s rare that one listens 
to any statistical analysis from Giuseppe Jr. Granted, it’s 
often diffi cult to hear him over Brian Waldron’s groans of 
disapproval and occasional ranting, but I must admit, the 
former Big V NZ mascot has a point here. An exceptionally 
good point. 

When the fi nal siren sounded at the Uni Oval on Saturday, the 
odds of the reigning premiers going back-to-back plummeted 
as they dropped to fi fth spot and one game outside the 
four. Of course, there is the decennial oddity of 2016 when 
fi fth (Old Trinity) played sixth (Old Xaverians) and it was, 
amazingly, sixth who ended up winning it all. That year, 
however, only two games separated fi rst from seventh on the 
ladder after R11 – whereas St Bernard’s (7th) are currently 
fi ve games behind SKOB (1st). See, oddity. 

If we are to look at it from a more current perspective, 
over the past three seasons, the top four after R12 has not 
changed. So, if you thought the two games involving Uni 
Blues and Caulfi eld this weekend couldn’t get any bigger, 
recent history suggests the side who is sitting in fourth spot at 
5pm on Saturday evening is fi nals bound. 

The two games in question: Old Trinity vs Uni Blues and 
Caulfi eld Grammarians vs Old Brighton. We’ll call them 
mini fi nals. Yes, I’m dubbing two R12 games as mini fi nals. 
Audacious. But you know, stats.

The Blues will enter their R12 clash with the T’s as favourites 
after defeating them by 63 points in R7. It was their only win 
from the past four games, with losses to the Fields, Brighton, 
and Old Scotch on either side. That R7 victory, whereby they 
posted their only score over 100, was against a T’s side that 
had not yet tasted victory in 2021 and the Blues have since 
lost by 46 and 47, respectively. Speaking to Ayce Cordy on 
the Saturday Warm-Up, he will be doing his utmost to return 
from a hamstring injury that has sidelined him for the past two 
games, while they’ll be without Jay Kennedy-Harris after the 
former Dee tore his peck in the fi rst half. On a more positive 
note, Tom Young ran important mileage into his legs through 
the Reserves while Rhys Hultgren put his hand up for a 
Seniors recall with a standout performance. 

While Saturday did not go to plan for the Blues, the same 
can’t be said for Old Trinity after they registered their fi rst 

win for the season. It had been a tough couple of months 
for the green and gold as they parted ways with their senior 
coach and blooded young players with an eye to the future. 
Saturday was but a glimpse of what T’s fans have in store 
as they outlasted – and out-kicked- Old Scotch en route to a 
10-point victory. Harry Thompson, who is joining this week’s 
FTLTG Podcast and is always worth a listen, was best afi eld for 
the second week in a row while fellow ‘vets’ Ed Weatherson 
and Christos Manoussakis led from the front. There’s not a 
whole heap of in-between for the T’s defensively with four 
games of 118+ points against coupled with three of 62 or 
less. What the win does do is keep the T’s and Lions within 
touching distance of Scotch and Bernard’s at the bottom end 
of the ladder.

The Caulfi eld vs Brighton match is a genuine blockbuster 
and can be heard across the RSN Carnival airwaves this 
weekend. The Fields will be looking for a seventh consecutive 
win and, just as impressively, their sixth score of 100+ 
points from their past seven. They’re a machine up forward, 
we know that, but it was their midfi eld that lifted against 
the Blues last weekend as Will Edwards and Dane Crognale 
dominated the clearance and possession battle. They were 
everywhere, kick-starting everything. Add the class of 
Jack Wallace and Nick Baltas coming up against Harry Hill, 
Tom Fisher, and Nick Pavlou – my, oh my. Lastly, before I 
perpetually salivate over the Tonners, the idea of Jared Risol 
and Will Lewis going head-to-head is enough to get give any 
VAFA a reason to tune into Tommy Flanagan’s commentary.

The Tonners came from 10 points down against a gallant 
OMs on Saturday and ran out 25-point winners on the back 
of a 10-goal-to-four second half. Referring to Will Lewis as 
‘Lennox’ in R7 was seemingly one game too early but he has 
since been putting opposition defences on the canvas with 
hauls of nine and fi ve over the past two games. He’s stood 
up in the absence of Jack Watts and become the dominant 
forward in William Buck Premier. Of course, it helps with the 
Brighton midfi eld streaming towards him. And that midfi eld 
all starts with Lachlan Filipovic who is having an outstanding 
season in the ruck. As if Hill, Fisher and Pavlou needed 
anymore assistance, Filipovic too has taken his game to 
another level.

There are still seven rounds remaining in William Buck 
Premier, but the importance of this weekend’s games can’t be 
understated. To hear the live call of the Caulfi eld vs Brighton 
clash + all the Around the Ground scores throughout the day, 
tune into RSN Carnival from 1pm Saturday.

Another strong goal-kicking performance from Nick Hey 
and Daniel McCullough has led the University Blacks to a 
comprehensive 56-point victory over St Bedes/Mentone to keep 
their crown as ladder leaders entering round twelve. Piling on 
14-majors to 6 after quarter-time, the Blackers etched their third 
win a row to leap into their clash with Parkdale Vultures this 
weekend in fi ne form. The Vultures have been incredibly gallant 
since returning to play a fortnight ago, pushing Carey in round 
ten and refusing to roll over against Beauy last weekend, showing 
some real grit as the long grind of season 2021 continues. The 
Blackers took down the Vultures by 65-points in round fi ve with 
James Sansom booting four in a win that elevated Uni to a 5-0 
start. On the backs of the aforementioned McCullough, Hey, 
as well as captain Jordan Quaile and Darren Mumford, the last 
fortnight has shown the Blackers incredible ability to score the 
ball with ease, this should be enough to lift Uni once again as they 
stay on track for a return to William Buck Premier in 2022. 
University Blacks def Parkdale Vultures by 112-points.

Arguably the match of the round will feature the scorching Old 
Haileyburians welcoming a blistering De La Salle to Princes 
Park for a matchup featuring two sides that have collectively won 
14-games in a row by an average of over 54-points. Winners of 
eight straight, the Bloods took down the Roys’ by 44-points on 
the weekend with Jackson Ross bagging fi ve. While De La have 
claimed six-straight, with the always reliable Adrian Indovino and 
Tom Chalkley (in his fi rst senior game of 2021), both kicking three 
to run out 35-point winners over Carey. The last time Haileybury 
did not come out on-top this year was in round one against none-
other than De La, brewing a potential revenge game for Daniel 
Ward and company. Matt Colak and Nick Bufalo both kicked two 
apiece for the Blues in that clash while Ryan O’Meara starred to 
help his side fend off Haileybury. Both sides have been tearing the 
competition to pieces all season long and it’s almost impossible to 
separate them statistically, with a potential September matchup 
almost certainly crystalising as the year progresses. Despite 
dropping a whopping 178-points on Willy CYMS in round ten, I 
believe Haileybury have the more consistent scoring attack and 
barring any major outs during the week, should get the chocolates 
by the slimmest of margins. This should be a cracker. 
Old Haileyburians def De La Salle by 4-points.

Building their own winning streak to keep pace with the Blackers 
and Bloods is Beaumaris, who sit just one game outside the 
top-2 after their 37-point win over Parkdale in round eleven. 
Resting Chris Grigoriadis and Riley Mihailovic, the Sharks did not 
get the percentage boosting win they were after but still got the 
win, notching their fourth straight to remain circling the top-2. 
Cooper Ryan kicked three in his fi rst career senior’s appearance 
while Jordan Smith stood tall with three as well. Their opponents 
this weekend in Old Carey were thoroughly outclassed by De La 
last round, going down by 35-points. Continuing to barely hang 
onto eighth spot and avoiding the dreaded relegation zone, Carey 

have dropped four of their last fi ve and are doing themselves no 
favours to keep their heads above water. Facing each other a 
mere fi ve weeks ago, the Sharks run over Carey by 26-points at 
CSC, with a familiar result forecasted here. Look for the Sharks 
to continue to dominate play and not give their opponents any 
forward entry, a trait they’ve possessed all season long, defending 
Banksia comfortably. 
Beaumaris def Old Carey by 43-points. 

Breaking away from the peloton of spots six through nine was 
AJAX, as they upset Williamstown CYMS by 17-points to make 
it two-from-two in-clashes against their former Premier C 
counterparts. A day out for Toby Lipton with six majors elevated 
the Jackas to fi fth on the table and at least for now, two-games 
clear of relegation with seven rounds to go. Their matchup this 
weekend comes against Fitzroy, who fi nd themselves in ninth 
spot with just two wins next to their name, eager to get back on 
the winners list and escape from the bottom two. Nino Lazzaro, 
Jack Hart, Ted Clayton and Rory Patterson all kicked two as 
the Roys reduced a 76-point three-quarter time defi cit to 44, a 
much more respectable result against the hottest team in the 
competition in Haileybury. The Jackas escaped Brunswick Street 
by a singular kick in round three, with fi rst-gamer Harry Sheezel 
the hero with four in a remarkable effort. Another tough one to 
predict, with Fitzroy possessing a far-more potent forward line 
with Hart and Lazzaro, while the Jackas defensive unit led by 
Richie Simon and Justin Berkowitz, concedes far less than the 
Roys. I am leaning towards Fitzroy in a nail-biter despite AJAX’s 
fantastic result last weekend, but this should be another tight one. 
Fitzroy def AJAX by 4-points. 

Our fi nal clash for round eleven will pit two sides sitting smack-
bang in the middle of the aforementioned peloton in St Bedes/
Mentone Tigers and Williamstown CYMS, with the opportunity 
to launch themselves into an unlikely second half of the season 
run towards the top-4 at stake. After winning back-to-back games 
in rounds fi ve and six, the Tigers have been heading backwards 
since, dropping three on the trot with their round ten loss against 
Uni Blacks their largest defeat since round sixteen 2018. The 
CYs haven’t faired much better, dropping their last three with 
their defeat at the hands of AJAX on the weekend coming as 
somewhat of a shock. It’s fair to say both sides need a jolt to 
resurrect their seasons. Matthew Montebello’s squad captured 
the 4-points in round four by 33-points, with Nick Ebinger starring 
with four-majors in his one and only senior game so far this year. 
This should be another tight contest that will come down to how 
successfully the CYs can repel the Tigers scoring attack, with the 
always dangerous James Mangoni and Matt Caia always causing 
issues. Bedes in a close one.
