Note — If this law is not fully com-
plied with (merely touched on the
foot) the field umpire shall bounce
the ball.

If the player kicking off runs some
distance beyond the kick-off area, be-
fore kicking the ball, the field umpire
shall stop the play and bounce the
ball on the kick-off Iine.

Special Note — ¥ an opposing
player attempts to delay play, by
moving to or standing within 10 yards
of the kick-off line, the field umpire
shall direct the defending player to
kick off in accordance with this law
and shall report the offending player.
No other penalty for wasting time
shall be awarded.
