As there is no A,B or U19 Section football this week we have held Ross Booth's Review of Round 12 and
Peter French's Preview over until next week .

The break provides the opportunity to bring Amatuer Footballer readers and amateur football people up to
date with recent developments in Junior Football in Victoria, and we reproduce the following article from the
VFL record with the kind permission of VFL Media Director Mike Sheehan .

A generation ago, if you were male and Victori-
an, you played football or actively followed the
fortunes of a pa rt icular football team . If you were
of `playing age', you p robably did both .

Football was routine for most of us the, just like
school, meal times and sleeping in on weekends.

The game's governing bodies needed to do littl e
more than let the system roll along, content in the
knowledge that there were heaps of players at all lev-
els and heaps more willing to pay to watch the best
of those players do their thing in various competitions
throughout the state.

But, a steady and somewhat alarming decline in
the numbers of youngsters playing football became
apparent in more recent times . The junior network
contracted rather than expanded, despite initiatives
such as the VFL's extensive promotion and develop-
ment program .

For example, the number of registered teams in the
Victorian Metropolitan Football League fell from 292
in 1983 to 1749 in 1986.

The Junior Football Council, under the chairman-
ship of VFL Executive Commissioner Alan Schwab,
decided to act, and has produced a strategy for the
long-term future of the game at junior level ; a docu-
ment titled : "Junior Football in Victoria - A New
Approach".

It outlines a "master structure" for the co-ordination
and development of junior football throughout the
state (all levels up to Under 18) .

A committee representative of the VFL, the VMFL,
the Victorian Cou~ntry Football League, the Victorian
Football Association, the Victorian Amateur Football
Association, and the National Football League has
been formed to formulate a plan for implementation
by a Victorian Junior Football Trust or like title .

The Committee comprises Mr. Schwab, Kevin Shee-
han (VFL), Dean Moore (VMFL), Mark Patterson
(VCFL), Kevin Madden (VFA), Peter French (VAFA)
and Terry O'Sullivan (NFL).

The new body would be responsible for all junior
football throughout Victoria, with an emphasis on the
metropolitan area .

Mr. Schwab said last week: "Representatives of Vic-
toria's major football bodies and the NFL have met
regularly during the past six months to consider ways
in which junior football in this state can be better
co-ordinated .

"It is now clear that a thorough investigation should
be carried out to devise a plan for a new structure
at junior level .

The basic philosophy is that a properly oganised
and managed pathway should be developed so that
all aspiring footballers get the opportunity to start play-
ing at their local school and then join an under-age
club in their local district before reaching open-age
football ;" Mr. Schwab said .

In the proposed master structure, a full-time cen-
tral administrative unit would be responsible for the
effective operation of promotion and development
programs in primary schools .

The aim would be to provide an imaginative and
exciting football program in every metropolitan
primary school under the direction of full-time develop-
ment officers .

It is envisaged that a successful metropolitan
primary school program would result in an increase
in the current number of registered teams from the
650 in the age range under 13 through to under 18
to more than 1400.

Mr. Schwav said the JFC was most concerned by
the drop in the number of registered teams in the
VMFL . In 1983, there were 115 registered Under 18
teams ; in 1986, the corresponding figure was-68 .

'OTF' has a duty to inform all those worried about eligibility for Reserves and Under 19 Finals that the follow-
ing rules apply :
RULE 11 :
The first and second rounds of the Senior Grade shall be open to all eligible and registered players to respresent
the Club with which they have been granted a permit .
RULE 12 :
The first and second rounds of the Under 19 Grade shall be open to all eligible and registered players who
have not attained the age of 19 years or where in the opinion of the Executive Committee, special circumstances
exist such other age as the Executive Committee determines.
RULE 13 :
The second round of the Under 19 Grade shall be open to all eligible and registered players within the age
limits prescribed in Rule 12 to represent the Club with which they have been granted a permit provided that
a polayer who has represented a Club in an aggregate of more than five (5) matches in the Senior Grade and
Reserve Grade in the first round in any season shall not be eligible unless he has represented such Club in
more than five (5) matches in the first round of the Under 19 Grade in the same season unless such Club shall
be represented in a match in the second round of the Senior Grade on the same day . In the event of a draw
taking place in a match in the second round of the Under 19 Grade, all players who took part in the drawn
game shall be eligible to take part in the game to be replayed .
RULE 14 :
The first round of the Reserve Grade shall be open to all eligible and registered players to represent the Club
with which they have been granted a permit.
RULE 15 :
The second round of the Reserve Grade shall be open to all players who :
(i) are eligible and registered to represent the Club with which they have been granted a permit .
(ii) have represented such Club in at least two matches of the Reserve Grade in the first round in the same

season ; and
(iii) If they have represented such Club in the Senior Grade in the first round in the same season, have partici-

pated in not more than eight matches in the said first round .
Provided that if such Club in represented in a match in the second round of both the Reserve Grade and Senior
Grade on the same day the second round match of the Reserve Grade shall be open to al players who :
(i) are eligible and registered to represent the Club with which they have been granted a Permit ; and
(ii) have represented such Club in a total of at least two matches of the Senior or Reserve Grade in the same

season .
In the event of a draw taking place in a match in the second round of the Reserve Game all players who were
eligible to take part in the drawn game shall be eligible to take part in the game to be replayed .

As far as G & H Section eligibility is concerned the Executive has ruled that
(i) A player must play in a minimum of Four (4) G or H Section matches.
(ii) A player may not play in more than Eight (8) Senior and/or Reserve Grade matches .
