Any player ordered from the field by the umpire as aforesaid for a period of 15
minutes playing time shall leave the ground through the interchange area and the time of his departure from
the field shall be noted by the timekeepers . The official runner of the offending player's team or authorised represen-
tative of the coach shall be responsible for advising the timekeepers of the departure of the offending player
from the field and for attending upon the timekeepers for the purpose of ascertaining when 15 minutes playing
time has expired after the players departure from the field, and the timekeepers shall inform the Runner accord-
ingly at the earliest practicable opportunity whereupon the offending player or an interchange player may take
the field through the interchange area.

In the event of any player refusing to leave the field when so ordered by the field umpire the match shall be
awarded to the opposing side.
