The VAFA Board and Administration thank all clubs and 
umpires who completed the recent survey related to club, 
team, player, coach, umpire and volunteer availability across 
the upcoming competition bye (July 10) and thoughts on 
reducing the VAFA Finals Series to accommodate more H&A 
matches – as we explore all avenues available to maximise 
competition across all of our grades.

The VAFA Board will consider these 
results and we will advise of the 
outcome(s) shortly.

On a positive note, the VAFA would like 
to sincerely thank all of our clubs who 
made fi rst round instalments of their 
affi liation fees due on April 30, a fi rst in 
my time at the helm. We are reviewing 
the current May 31 and June 30 second 
and third instalment deadlines in line 
with the related COVID policy and will 
advise further.

This year the VAFA has teamed with My 
Sport Live (MSL) to offer livestreaming opportunities to all 
VAFA clubs. This new initiative, borne out of the desire to 
showcase our whole competition to a broader audience, has 
received fantastic feedback - the Emmaus St Leos Breast 
Cancer Awareness Match, Mazenod OC’s Founders Day, 
Melbourne University Women’s & Fitzroy-ACU’s Pride Match 
and the upcoming Hawthorn AFC Wings Luncheon and 
match all examples of the VAFA’s reach and support of men’s 
divisional and women’s football across our competition. 
Should your club wish to explore livestreaming upcoming 
games please contact Nick Armistead (Head of Media).

It is also with great pride that we advise that VAFA clubs 
raised more than $19,000 for Breast Cancer Network 
Australia through their fundraising efforts over PLAY4BCNA 

Round on Mother’s Day weekend. Clubs 
turned pink in an amazing show of support, 
with pink socks dominating social media 
along with match day luncheons, raffl es, and 
donation tins. The fi nal tally of $19,569 is the highest of 
all participating leagues and associations and blew away 
the VAFA’s initial collective fundraising target of $10,000. 
Canterbury raised a competition high $5268, followed 
by Old Brighton ($2343), Hampton Rovers ($2228), Old 
Ivanhoe ($1942), Richmond Central ($1710) and Prahran 
Assumption ($1606). The VAFA congratulates and thanks 
all participating clubs and looks forward to building on the 
success of PLAY4BCNA Round into the future.

St Kevin’s OB (6-1)

Speaking to senior coach, Guy Martyn, on the Saturday Warm-Up 
ahead of SKOB’s Round 6 game against Old Melburnians, he 
admitted that – despite sitting second on the ladder – SKOB were 
just ‘going along’. Most notably, they had kicked just 309 points 
in their fi rst fi ve games and ranked eighth in that category. It was 
that match at EP, however, when SKOB stamped their authority 
on the competition with a commanding 74-point win over OM’s, 
putting to bed their goal kicking woes with a season-high 19.12 
(126) – their fi rst score over 100. They went on to claim a R7 
victory over St Bernard’s but most importantly, after kicking 
a combined 40 goals and 69 behinds in their fi rst fi ve games, 
they found their range and slotted 32.20 in those two games. 
Defensively, they continue to dominate, ranking fi rst with 54 
points against with Will Coates, Sam Critchley, and Conor Ross 
patrolling the back 50. Josh Wallis and Tom Jok have been 
outstanding through the midfi eld, while Riley Bowman has starred 
as number one ruck in his fi rst year at the club. 

Old Xaverians (5-2)

With James Byrne (coach) and Marcus Stavrou (captain) taking 
the reins at the start of the season, Old Xaverians quickly 
established themselves as a serious fi nals threat yet again with 
three dominant wins. After defeating St Bernard’s (32) and Old 
Scotch (94) in the opening two rounds, Xavs dismantled SKOB 
by 61 points in Round 3 – arguably the win of the season so 
far. Despite consecutive losses to Uni Blues and Caulfi eld in 
Rounds 4 and 5, Xavs hit back and now sit in second spot on the 
ladder. After kicking 10 goals in Round 1, Rohan Bewick leads a 
star-studded forward line of Xavier Richards, Julian Soccio, Grant 
Valles, Michael Batten and Ryan Schoenmakers (when required) 
that averages a competition-high 100ppg. Stavrou and Dan 
Robinson will be polling heavily through the midfi eld, while Jordan 
Kelly, Jack Noone, Jack Whitehead and Will Hams lead a defence 
that ranks second behind only SKOB. 

University Blues (5-2)

The defending champs underwent signifi cant change ahead of 
their 2021 campaign with Alex Fasolo, Jay Kennedy-Harris, Sam 
Grimley and Hugh Goddard replacing premiership players Luke 
Russell, Josh Green, Clayton Hinkley and Ross Young. More 
importantly, they appointed Jarred Moore as senior coach to lead 
alongside captain and two-time Woodrow Medallist, Ayce Cordy. 
Sitting in third spot on the ladder, Blues have had their ups and 
down in the fi rst seven rounds, with two incredible come-from-
behind victories over Xavs (R4) and Collegians (R5) followed 
by a surprising 21-point loss to Scotch (R6). After kicking 5.18 
(48) in that loss to Scotch, they hit back against Trinity and one 
would have to think, after two weeks of match cancellations, their 
experience would put them in the box seat to fi re when football 

returns. Kieran Harper (16), Grimley (13) and Fasolo (11) all sit 
in the top 15 goal kickers, as does Dan Batarilo (12) who would 
arguably be leading their B&F alongside Cam O’Shea.

Old Brighton (5-2)

Coming off a Round 7 loss to Old Xavs, the Tonners slipped from 
second to fourth spot on the ladder but remain a game above 
those trying to force their way in. They’ve started the season 
in true Brighton fashion, with a hard-hitting and hard-running 
style of play led by Harry Hill, Nick Pavlou, and Tom Fisher. They 
defeated Uni Blues in Round 1 and only just fell to SKOB by 
three points in Round 2, before going on a four-game winning 
streak that included wins over Caulfi eld (52) and OMs (12). 
Despite injuring his hamstring in their last outing, Jack Watts has 
been one of the stories of the year after coming to the Old Boys 
following his AFL career (Melbourne FC and Port Adelaide) and, 
as he explained on the FTLOTG VAFA Podcast, enjoying his football 
again. 

Caulfi eld Grammarians (4-3)

The 2019 Premier B champions opened the season under a 
baptism of A Grade fi re and lost their fi rst three games in a row 
against OMs (54), Uni Blues (20) and Old Brighton (52). Round 
4 proved the turning point for the Fields’ season with their 
84-point win over Trinity followed by a thrilling six-point victory 
over Xavs. They’ve since defeated the Snow Dogs and Scotch, 
stringing together four wins in a row. Most impressively, no team 
has kicked more points than Caulfi eld since Round 4 with three 
scores 100+ at an average of 114.5ppg. Their biggest concern is 
that they currently ranked eighth for points against. Julian Dobosz 
(16) and Brett Eddy (15) are the key cogs up forward, while Will 
Edwards and, more recently Dane Crognale, have dominated 
through the middle. 

Old Melburnians (4-3)

With Paul Satterley at the helm and the key additions of Sam 
Dunell, the Haysman and Nichols brothers, it was an explosive 
start to the season for OMs. They won three from their fi rst four 
games including two dominant performances against Caulfi eld 
(54) and St Bernard’s (56). Of those recruits, Ned Nichols has 
been the standout and would currently sit as fi rm favourite for 
the Mecwacare Men’s Rising Star with 13 goals from his fi ve 
games. Sam Dunell has also been superb in his three games 
while he juggles a coaching role with Sandringham. They suffered 
consecutive losses to Brighton (12) and SKOB (74) in Rounds 5 
and 6, where they also posted two of their four scores of 65 or 
less. On the fl ip side, in three of their four wins, OMs have posted 
totals of 98 points or more. While their scoring output is either hot 
or cold with no in between, defensively, OMs have allowed just 
one score above 78 – ranking fourth for points against thanks 
largely to Josh Freezer and Oscar Hosking.

Best so far: Brede Seccull, James Paul, Emilio Bitters.
Leading goal kicker: Durras Seccull (19) 
After a rough 2019, many outside the walls of Princes Park wouldn’t 
be surprised if the Bloods came out for another ho-hum season 
that saw them sit in the middle of the pack of Premier B. But after 
an incredible off-season that saw them draw some high-level talent 
inside to the club, Daniel Ward and company are rounding the corner 
in the box seat for a return to William Buck Premier for the fi rst time 
since 2011.

The Blackers have been the bridesmaid the last two seasons, bowing 
out in heartbreaking fashion with close preliminary fi nal losses, but 
this year, they’re in a great spot to be the bride and return to William 
Buck Premier after three seasons in the competitions second rung. 
The next fi ve weeks for Uni come against sides outside the top-4, a 
perfect opportunity to potentially leapfrog Haileybury if they slip up. 

Beaumaris – 5-2 (Ave Score – 84, Ave Conceded – 46)

Leading goal kicker: Chris Grigoriadis (18) 
The Sharks have had opposing sides in their vice-like grip whenever 
play transitions to their back-half, led by James Taylor and Cal 
Lineham, their back-six concedes a mere 46-points per game on 
average. On-top of that, Chris Grigoriadis has been one of the more 
prominent forwards to start the year and has had a big hand in 
pushing Beauy to the second-best scoring line-up in the league.

Dropping two of their fi rst three games of the year, it wasn’t looking 
pretty for the recently relegated De La but since, the royal blues have 
railed off four-straight wins with an impressive 42-point win over 
Beauy highlighted, proving they may be a top-4 contender to end the 
year. Thanks to some fortunate results, De La are now two games 
clear in fourth and can look to build on that with wins over the CYs 
and Carey in the next fortnight.

The last time we saw the Tigers was when they were on the wrong 
end of a Fitzroy match-winner, putting an abrupt end to what could 
have been their third straight victory and defl ating what could have 
been the start of a serious run. Haileybury and Uni Blacks now await 
and even though they’ll be underdogs, they matched up relatively 
well in previous contests and will need to pick up some major scalps 
to keep tabs on the top-4. 

Williamstown CYMS – 3-4 (Ave Score – 73, Ave Conceded – 73)

One of the newcomers to Premier B have shown they can hang 
with the best on a good day but also drop below their standards on 
another day. Knocking over De La and Bedes earlier in the year were 
fantastic results but with defeats against Carey and AJAX paired 
together, a sign of inconsistency could be rearing its head for the 
CYs, a trait they will need to touch up if they wish to continue their 
climb up the VAFA league ranks.
